Hewitt Area Fire Commission: 

· Fire Commission Updates:  A motion by Charlie, second by Kevin to approve the 2013 Fire Department Officers as presented to the Fire Commission as follows:   Mike Pahl-First Captain; Tyrone Narlock-First Lieutenant; Mike Morrissey-EMS Director; Brian Hafermann—Fire Chief.
· Monthly Bills: A motion by Dan, second by Kris to approve the monthly fire department bills carried.
Sanitary Utility:  

· Sanitary Commissioner Report & Monthly Maintenance Report:  The monthly maintenance report was reviewed.   The scum pump motor was rebuilt.   The lift station at McLean Dr. was not working during December; the relay switch in the control panel was identified as the problem.  During the problem evaluation, a recommendation was provided to remove the debris at the bottom of the well including the deteriorated grates.   Two quotes were received for the removal as follows:   Staab Construction $4,100 and Tweet/Garot $3,650.   Tweet/Garot was chosen for the cleanup and spent one full day working at the lift station.   They also recommended raising the floats 6 inches.   
· Lift Station annual maintenance contract:  Due to Gordie Burr’s resignation for monthly lift station maintenance, the Village sought quotes for such from two companies, Reigel Plumbing ($350/month) and Tweet/Garot ($28,592 annually).   Reigel Plumbing was approved on a motion by Kris, second by Kevin at the monthly rate of $350.
· The Village is working with MSA Professional Services, Marshfield, for futuristic planning/upgrades for the sanitary system; MSA submitted, on behalf of the Village, an intent to apply for grant funding as a preliminary step.

· Emergency Government:  Charlie reported that he cannot obtain a response from Merkel (John) regarding installation of the upgrade for the emergency siren.   He has explored several options with no response.
· Parks Committee: No report as the committee did not meet.
· Trails Committee:  A meeting is scheduled for later this month for the committee working on the trail connecting corridor initiative.  Kevin will attend.
· Comprehensive Planning Committee:   No report as the committee did not meet.
· Animal Control Officer Report:  No activity this month.
· Web Committee:  The Committee did not meet.
