DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS:

Hewitt Area Fire Commission: 

· Fire Commission Updates:  The monthly bills were approved on a motion by Kris, second by Kevin.   The Fire Commission will meet August 17th.  A quote for the overhead doors was reviewed which was very high therefore board members agreed to take no action at this time and to obtain additional estimates.  A public hearing will be held on August 6th to provide information on the proposed tanker purchase.  Board members provided suggestions on points to be covered in the presentation including finance options.  Fire inspections for the Village Hall, Treatment Plant and Yellowstone Park were conducted; minor findings were identified at the Treatment Plant and Yellowstone Park which will be addressed.
Sanitary Utility:  

· Sanitary Commissioner Report & Monthly Maintenance Report:    The monthly maintenance report was reviewed as submitted by Reigel.   The wet wells on 5th Street need to be cleaned; McLean lift station was checked by Tweet Garot as the pump was not functioning to full capacity.   In addition a sludge pipe at the treatment plant was plugged which was fixed.   The DNR has notified the Village that more frequent phosphorus testing will be required with the renewal of our DNR permit.   A motion by Dan, second by Kris to approve the annual Compliance Maintenance report carried.
· Recreation Department:  Season games have gone well; committee members are getting ready for the tournament to be held the last weekend in July.
Finance Reports:

· Treasurer’s Report: A motion by Kevin second by Dan to approve the treasurer’s report carried.
· Monthly Bills:  A motion by Kevin  second by Kris to approve the bills of the month in the amount of 
$37,232.13 carried.

· Roads:   Kris reported the easements are being obtained for the street light installation on Evergreen.  Pothole patching continues to be done; additional information was provided on the weight limit permit regulations; an ordinance will be developed for the regulations.  The new street signs will be installed over the next several weeks.

· Trails Committee:  Additional board walks were completed; volunteers plan to continue trail development/updates/maintenance throughout the summer months.
